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DECAL APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

. Place wet decal on paper towel.

. Wait until decal is movable on paper backing.

. Place decal in position on model, face up and slide

backing away.
. Press out air bubbles with a soft damp cloth.
. Milkiness that may appear is for better decal adhesion
and will dry clear. Wipe away any excess adhesive.
8. Do not touch decal until fully dry.
9. Allow the decals 48 hours to dry before applying clear coat.

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About the M-109 SP Howitzer

The M109 self-propelled medium howitzer was designed to replace the Army's weapons of similar type from World War II. Its principal characteristics of welded
construction plus seals on all hull doors, hatches, and access plates, made the M109 watertight and therefore, amphibious. In June of 1963, the M109 was classified as the new
standard. A ball-bearing race ring measuring a 100 inches in diameter, the largest in any standard combat vehicle, allows the turret-type cab to rotate 360 degrees, a great
advantage over the older types of self-propelled vehicles. Another convenience is that the cab has more room for the firing party. The cab houses all controls for
communications, the firing systems, and sighting instruments. There are both power and manual controls to revolve the turret and raise the howitzer. The M109 runs on a
425 horsepower V-8 liquid cooled diesel engine with a turbo charger and an electric starter. A 100-amp engine driven alternator and a selenium rectifier operate the electrical
units and charge the batteries. The cross-type transmission with torque converter and lockup clutch has four forward speeds and two reverses. Seven dual road wheels and a
dual track tension idler wheel on each side of the hull drive the rubber-covered steel-link tracks. The M109 fires a 155 mm howitzer which is mounted on trunnions. it has a
semi-automatic breech lock designed for separate loading. The breech opens by counter-recoil and closes by a laminated torsion spring. The built-up type tube has a full
length forged liner and a jacket which covers three quarters of the breech end.

Above and beyond the actual tank and its parts, there is a list of 133 items of equipment called On-Equipment Material (OEM) which the crew needs for top echelon
maintenance. The list ranges from fire control equipment to a 14 quart galvanized bucket for water to swab the howitzer bore between rounds. The M109 fits well into most
cargo planes, so it is fairly easy to transport. Since it is lighter, amphibious, and has greater firing and cruising range than it's predecessors, it is far more maneuverable in
battle. The M109 has increased platform stability and has an easy to adjust mount which enables the telescope on the indirect firing system to be aimed vertically no matter
the pitch or cant of the tank. The direct fire system has an accurate telescope and mount which allows the howitzer to be put in action more rapidly than older ones. The
M109 has been modernized to use a new long barrel gun manufactured in Italy by OTO-Melara. This 155/39mm gun allows the M109 to fire it shells over 15 miles with
extreme accuracy. This modification was used for vehicles in the U.S. and many other countries including Italy, West Germany, Spain, Japan, and Israel. The M109 saw its
combat debut in Vietnam in the 1960's. Israel used the M109 against Egypt in the 1973 Yom Kippur War and in the 1982 and 2006 Lebanon Wars. Iran used the M109 in the
Iran-Iraq War in the 1980s. The M109 saw service with the British, Egyptian and Saudi Arabian Armies in the 1991 Gulf War. The M109 also saw service with the U.S. Army
in the Gulf War, as well as in the Iraq War from 2003 to 2011. Variations of this big gun are still in use all over the world today.
